4. Candidates must not be more than 40 years old (male) or 45 years old (female) as at 30th December, 2017.  
5. Must be able to demonstrate a high level of excellence in their discipline.

6. Should be able to demonstrate commitment to the Academy through prompt and excellent delivery of given  

    assignments.

7. Demonstrate leadership qualities. 
The call is open to all scholars working in any research-based discipline, including the social sciences, arts,

the humanities, sciences, medicine, engineering etc.
